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Words Without Pictures is a nicely
designed paperback collection of prose
stories and poems written by people known
primarily for writing or drawing comic
books. With the exception of the
introduction (by Matt Feazell of Zot in
Dimension 10 1/2 fame) which reverses the
concept of the book by being pictures
without words, and spot illustrations of the
authors by John Bolton, there are no
drawings.
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
